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12  Fountain Repairs 
 
Description 
The fountain is an important focal point for the Rose Garden.  Currently the gardeners 
drain the 22,000 gallon fountain every two weeks and scrub the pool with a brush, this 
is an expensive and inefficient maintenance program.  Tora Rocha, Rose Garden 
Gardener, has done extensive research on the filtration system required for the park 
fountain and cascade.   Advanced Aquaculture Systems engineered a system specifically 
for this site.  This filtration system will offer a very low maintenance, sustainable 
approach to treating the water.  Proposed equipment location is in the existing 
Restroom Building office.  Existing fountain pump is already contained within this space 
and the interior placement would keep equipment out of the weather and protect 
against vandalism.

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15  Florentine Planting 
 
Description 
In 2005 Golden Associates created a plan for the Florentine Area for Friends of 
Oakland Parks and Recreation; Morcom Rose Garden.  This plan called for tree 
removal, slope preparation and grading, irrigation and planting as well as park benches.  
The planting choices are inspired by the original Cobbledick design intent to frame the 
rose planting within the Florentine with an oval backdrop that serves as a visual 
transition to the “wilder” hillsides.  In 2009 Tora Rocha spearheaded a planting and 
irrigation plan assisted by a Boy Scout Eagle project, they were able to plant and irrigate 
the eastern and western portion of the oval with roses.

B.  Chetwood Street Entry 
 
Description
